Because that which may be known of (God is manifest in them; for (God hath shewed it unto
them. 20 or the invisible things of him from the creation of the world are clcarly seen, bcing
understood bg the things that are madc, even his eternal power and God[ncad; so that thcg
are without excuse: 21 Because that, when thcg knew God, thcy glon')cicd him not as (God,
neither were thanloculg but became vain in their imaginations, and their foolish heart was
darkened. 22 Fromccssing themselves to be wise, thcy became fools, 23 And clwangcd the
glory of the uncorruptiblc (Godinto an image made like to corruptiblc man, and to birds, and

affection, implacablc, unmerciful: 32 Who knowing thcjuclgmcnt of (God, that thcy which
commit such things are worthg of dcath, not on[y do the same, but have Pleasurc in them that
do them.

Romans 2

i Thercmcorc thou art incxcusablc, O man, whosoever thou art thatjudgcst: for wherein thou
judgcst anothcr, thou condemnest thgsch; for thou thatjudgcst doest the same things. 2 But
we are sure that thcjudgmcnt of Godis according to truth against them which commit such
things. 3 And thinkest thou this, O man, thatjudgcst them which do such tInings, and doest
the same, that thou shalt escape thcjuclgmcnt of God?4 Or dcspiscst thou the riches of his
goodncss and forbearance and longsumc{:cri ng; not knowing that the goodncss of God
leadeth thee to repentance? 5 But after thg hardness and imPcnitcnt heart treasurest up
unto thgsclmc wrath against the clag of wrath and revelation of the rightcousjudgmcnt of God;
6 Who will render to every man according to his deeds: 7 T o them who bg Paticnt
continuance in well doing seek {:orglorg and honour and immortality, cternal life: 8 But unto
them that are contentious, and do not obcy the truth, but obcg unrightcousncss, indignation
and wrath, 9 T ribulation and anguish, upon every soul of man that doeth evil, of the ch first,
and also of the Gcntilc; 1o But g]ory, honour, and peace, to every man that worketh good,
to the ch First, and also to the Gcntilc: i For there is no respect of persons with God. 12
For as many as have sinned without law shall also Pcrish without law: and as many as have
sinned in the law shall bcjudgcd by the law; 1% (For not the hearers of the law arcjust before
(God, but the doers of the law shall bcjusthcicd. 14 Forwhen the Gcntilcs, which have not the



law, do ]33 nature the tl‘rings contained in the law, these, having not the law, are a law unto
themselves: 15 Which shew the work of the law written in their hearts, their conscience also
bcaring witness, and their thoug}'nts the mean while accusing or else excusing one another;) 16

4 (God forbid: yea,
let (od be true, but every man a liar; as it is written, That thou migfntcst bcjusti{:icd in thy
sayings, and mightcst overcome when thou artjudgcd. 5 But if our unrightcousncss commend
the rightcousncss of GGod, what shall we say? ]5 (God unrightcous who taketh vengeance? {
5Pcal< as a man) 6 (God forbid: for then how shall Godjudgc the world? 7 For if the truth of
(God hath more abounded through my lie unto his glorg; w]'mg yetam | a[sojudgcc} as a sinner?
8 And not ratlwcr, (as we be slandcrouslg rcPortcd, and as some affirm that we sag,) Lct us
do cvi], that good may come? whose damnation isjust. 9 What then? are we better than thcg?



No, in no wise: for we have before Provccl both chs and Gcntilcs, that thcg are all under
sin; 10 As itis written, | here is none rightcous, no, not one: 11 | here is none that
undcrstandctl'l, there is none that 5CCl<Ct|'1 after God. T2 T]-lcy are all gone out of the way,
theg are together become unProFitable; there is none that doeth good, no, not one. 13 | heir
throat is an open scpulchrc; with their tongues thcy have used deceit; the Poison of asps is
under their liPS: 14 Whose mouth is full of cursing and bitterness: 15 | heir feet are swift to
shed blood: 16 Destruction and misery are in their ways: 17 And the way of peace have they
not known: 18 Thcrc is no fear of Goc! before their eyes. i9 Now we know that what things
soever the law saith, it saith to them who are under the law: that every mouth may be stoPPccl,
and all the world may become guiltg before God. 20 Thcremcorc bg the deeds of the law there
shall no flesh bcjustiﬁcd in his sight: for bg the law is the knowlcc]gc of sin.

10 Forif, when we were enemies, we were
reconciled to God by the death of his Son, much more, bcing rcconcilccl, we shall be saved
bg his life. 11 And not onlg so, but we alsojog in God through our| ord Jcsus Christ, bg
whom we have now received the atonement. 12 thrcmcorc, as bg one man sin entered into the
world, and death by sin; and so death Passcd upon all men, for that all have sinned: 1 3 (For
until the law sin was in the world: but sin is not imPutcd when there is no law. 14 Nevertheless
death rcignccl from Adam to Moses, even over them that had not sinned after the similitude
of Adam's transgression, who is the {:igurc of him that was to come.

18
f)cing then made free from sin, ye became the servants of rightcousncss, 19]
sPcak after the manner of men because of the inFirmitg of your flesh: for as ye have
3ic|c|cd your members servants to uncleanness and to iniquitg unto iniquitg; even so

now 3ic|d your members servants to rightcousncss unto holiness. 20 ]:or when ye



were the servants of sin, ye were free from rightcousncss. 21 What fruit had ye
then in those things whereof ye are now ashamed? for the end of those things is
death.

Romans 7

I Know ye not, brct[—wrcn, ({:or] sPcak to them that know the law,) how that the faw
hath dominion over a man as Iong as he liveth? 2 For the woman which hath an
husband is bound by the law to her husband so long as he liveth; but if the husband
be dead, she is loosed from the law of her husband. 3 So then hc, while her husband
livcth, she be married to another man, she shall be called an adulteress: but if her
husband be dcad, she is free from that law; so that she is no aclu]tcrcss, though she
be married to another man. 4 thrcgorc, my brctl'\rcn, ye also are become dead to
the law 133 the boc]y of Christ; that ye should be married to anothcr, even to him
who is raised from the dead, that we should bring forth fruit unto (God. 5 Forwhen
we were in the ﬂcsh, the motions of sins, which were by the law, did work in our
members to bring forth fruit unto death. 6 But now we are delivered from the law,
that Bcing dead wherein we were hclc]; that we should serve in newness of sPirit,
and not in the oldness of the letter.

19 Forthe earnest cxpcctation of the creature waiteth for the manifestation
of the sons of God‘ 20 For the creature was made subjcct to vanftg, not wi"inglg,
but 139 reason of him who hath sukjcctcd the same in hoPc, 21 Pecause the
creature itself also shall be delivered from the bondagc of corruPtion into the
glorious libcrty of the children of (od. 22 Forwe know that the whole creation
groancth and travaileth in Pain togcthcr until now. 23 And not only thcg, but
ourselves also, which have the firstfruits of the Spirit, even we ourselves groan
within ourselves, waiting for the adoPtion, to wit, the rcdcmptfon of our bodg.
